Washing Horses by Zhao Mengfu as
catalogued in Shiqu Baoji (dedicated press release here), and
Scholarly Gathering till Twilight by Xie Shichen will lead the Fine
Chinese Classical Paintings and Calligraphy sale on 28 May.
Alongside two spectacular masterpieces, Temple by the Waterfall by
Zhang Dagian (dedicated press release here) and Late Spring by Li
Huayi, which will be presented in the 20t and 21st Century Art Evening
sale on 26 May, a series of rare splashed-ink and colour masterpieces by
Zhang Dagian, including Hills in Autumn Haze and Autumn Foliage on
