Century, ranging from Kandinsky to Degas and from Derain to Picasso, the diversity of those developing a radical 

artistic language at this time is represented by artists including Kees Van Dongen, Georges Vantongerloo, František 

Kupka and Edvard Munch. The Day and Works on Paper sales will follow on 28 February. These are complimented 

by a focused online-only auction: Picasso Ceramics, open for bidding from 22 February to 2 March 2018. Estimates 

range from £500 to £18,000,000, offering collectors of every level an opportunity to acquire pieces by the icons of the 

20th Century.

(circa 1882-1885, estimate: £8,000,000-12,000,000, illustrated above), Kees Van Dongen’s La femme au collier - 

fond rouge (1905, estimate: £5,000,000-7,000,000, illustrated above) and two masterpieces by Claude Monet: Prairie 

à Giverny (1885, estimate: £7,000,000-10,000,000, illustrated above) and Pivoines (Peonies) (1887, estimate:
