Ann Getty (1941-2020) is remembered as a philanthropist, publisher, author, interior designer, and patron
of the arts. A California native, Mrs. Getty grew up on a farm in Wheatland, CA. She founded Ann Getty
and Associates, a San Francisco-based residential interior design firm. Mrs. Getty was an influential
benefactor to countless organizations throughout her lifetime, including the University of California Berkeley,
the San Francisco Opera, the San Francisco Symphony, the San Francisco Conservatory of Music, the Leakey
Foundation, and the Napa Valley Festival. In New York, she served on the boards of the Metropolitan Museum
of Art, the New York Public Library, and New York University.

Gordon Peter Getty (b.1933) is a philanthropist and American composer who has made a lifetime of
contributions to the world of classical music. In 2019, he was awarded the prestigious European Culture Prize,
recognizing his extraordinary legacy. Gordon Getty's music has been performed in such prestigious venues as
New York’s Carnegie Hall and Lincoln Center, London’s Royal Festival Hall, Vienna’s Brahmssaal, Moscow’s
Tchaikovsky Hall and Bolshoi Theatre, and Beijing’s National Centre for the Performing Arts, as well as at the
Aspen, Spoleto and Bad Kissingen Festivals, and Festival Napa Valley. He is the fourth child of J. Paul Getty
(1892-1976), whose celebrated collection of art and antiquities formed the basis of the J. Paul Getty
Museum in Los Angeles.
